3. What is the doctor worried about Lady Macbeth doing? (Scene 1)

4. Who, in Scene 2, is approaching Birnam Wood to meet with Angus and his men? (Scene 2)
5. While this army is amassing in Birnam Wood, what is Macbeth doing? (Scene 2)

6. What does Angus say is the feelings of the people who are still in Macbeth’s army? (Scene 2)
7. What is happening to all the thanes that were supposedly on Macbeth’s side? (Scene 3)

8. Why is Macbeth not afraid of Malcolm? (Scene 3)

9. Macbeth confirms at the end of Scene 3 that he will not be afraid until when? (Scene 3)

10. What does Malcolm tell his soldiers to do once they get into Birnam Wood? (Scene 4).

11. What news does Seyton give to Macbeth? (Scene 5)

12. Carefully read Macbeth’s soliloquy in Scene 5. In your own words, what is he lamenting
about in this soliloquy? (Scene 5)
